The Office of the Secretary of Defense (OSD) Information Technology (IT) and National Security Systems (NSS) program is composed of separate and mostly unrelated programs managed by the OSD components.  The great majority of the funding is under the Research, Development, Test and Evaluation (RDT&E) appropriation, but Procurement and Operations and Maintenance (O&M) are also included.  The three largest of these programs are summarized and described below. 
The largest OSD initiative is the High Performance Computing (HPC) RDT&E and Procurement program.  It was planned that this program would transfer-out to the Air Force beginning in FY 2004 but congressional action prevented this ($237 million in FY 2005).  The next largest initiative is Horizontal Fusion (Net Centricity is the program’s name), which includes O&M as well as RDT&E  and Procurement. Horizontal Fusion appears to be a new program but is actually transferred from another OSD program as part of the implementation of  the restructuring of Defense Intelligence ($223 million in FY 2005).   The third largest initiative is the Business Management Modernization Program (BMMP) ($122 million in FY 2005).  
These three programs represent $582 million (67%) of the total $866 million in the OSD IT/NSS program in FY 2005.
