Purpose and Scope

These funds provide for the procurement of mission essential new and replacement equipment for the Washington Headquarters Services and the US Mission to NATO.

Justification of Funds

The Washington Headquarters Services (WHS) request of $23.364 million in FY 2005 supports the following:

Major Equipment
IMT equipment purchases for the Pentagon Officers’ Athletic Center (POAC) Restoration Project.  These purchases consist of classified and unclassified servers, switches, and PC stations.

Funding for the modernization of office automation and IT infrastructure requirements for WHS and sixteen organizational components of the Office of the Secretary of Defense (OSD).  The budget funds approximately 20 to 50 office automation and IT infrastructure modernization projects annually. FY 2005 major modernization initiatives include continued upgrade and support of the network infrastructure, and office automation modernization projects for systems that are at the end of their life cycle.  Special emphasis is placed on continuing to implement enterprise-wide common applications and systems resulting in efficient, cost-effective and interoperable IT solutions for the OSD and WHS organizations.  Also, the program funds Continuity of Operations IT requirements that support the sustainment of critical business operations in the event of an emergency.
Finally, it should be noted that FY 2004 funding for the Defense Continuity Integration Network (DCIN) - Pentagon Continuity Information System (PCIS) was transferred to WHS from the Department of the Army, in the amount of $49 million.
Motor Vehicles
WHS also requests $0.040 million in FY 2005 for motor vehicle support for the US Mission to NATO, in Brussels, Belgium.
